Increase the percentage of referred students who access school-based mental health services by 2% each year (with FY21 being the
baseline year) to decrease the number of OSS days in grades 6-12.

During the 2022-23 school year, increase by 3% the number of students performing at or above proficiency in grades 3-5 as measured by
the EOG Milestones (Lexile scores).

During the 2022-23 school year, increase by 3% the number of students performing at or above proficiency in grades 3-5 as measured by
the Math EOG Milestones.

During the 2022-23 school year, decrease by 3% the number of students chronically absent in grades K-5.
During the 2022-23 school year, 100% of students will be able to name a trusted adult by the end of the school year.

Communication about Student Learning:

All students will receive report cards every 9 weeks throughout the school year

Individual teachers and grade levels will use additional tools, such as Remind to frequently communicate student progress to
parents.

Teachers are required to communicate via either email, phone, text message, written notes, newsletters, etc. every month with
families.
